	Inland freshwater lake, 99 metres above Sea Level, Maximum depth @40m+.  Permission to dive from Property Manager, Jeremy Barlow, telephone 019468 61235.

	Bye laws
	Quiet Lake status – no power boats or compressors.  SSSI site, possibly about to gain European status.  No guide lines allowed (fines). No touching of rock face or bottom requested.  Parking is limited so take as few cars as possible and park with consideration to others.

	Phone reception / location:
	Mobile reception is poor and should be checked prior to diving to establish best choice, if any.  Public phones are available at the car park(?) in Lanthwaite at the North End of the lake and Wilkinsyke Farm in Buttermere to the south.

	Helicopter Access:
	Site is surrounded by open fell.

	Equipment:
	Oxygen kit, First aid kit, mobile phone (but see above notes), insect repellent and antihistamine may be useful in summer.

	Emergency Plan Details
	Establish phone contact with relevant emergency services.  If a helicopter is scrambled ambulance controller should inform you of this when call is made – any bystanders should be marshalled away from the landing area and any dogs/animals secured.  Administer first aid and oxygen as necessary according to priorities of situation.  Clear access for ambulance if necessary.  Report incident to diving officer as soon as possible.

	Known Site Specific Hazards:
	Precautions:

	Local bye laws regarding lines and touching strata.
	Brief divers regarding buoyancy and depth control.  Check they have dive plans suited to their qualifications and experience.

	Car parking – entry/exit point.
	Special care is needed walking between road and dive site, especially kitted up.

	Possible munitions.
	There are reports of munitions on the lake bed – do not disturb, leave them there.

	Open nature of site gives no shelter from weather extremes.
	Wear clothing appropriate to weather, have cold weather clothing available in any case.

	Submerged tree.
	At least 1 submerged tree – good vis means this should not be hazard – if vis less than normal take care to avoid entanglement.
